Approximately 12-18 months prior to your son’s nominated year of entry, all applicants will be invited and expected to attend an enrolment interview.
Copies of the two most recent school reports are required at this time.

Official offers will be made after the enrolment interview has taken place. Families will have a reasonable time frame in order to accept or decline this offer
accordingly. A non-refundable confirmation fee of $800 will secure your son's place, together with completion of ‘Conditions of Entry’ forms.

Acceptance of a place requires the commitment from parents to work together with the College. It also involves a preparedness to co-operate with the
College in matters relating to our Code of Conduct.

Acceptance of a place also implies a commitment to pay fees (in full) when they are due.

Towards the end of the year prior to commencement, families are invited to attend an Orientation Day where they have the opportunity to meet the
teachers and classmates, and be provided with relevant information packages.
